Quarantine Tank

Equipment: 5 or 10 gallon
tank, 50 watt heater, thermo-

stat, net, water conditioner
with Slime Coat, tank cover,
sponge filter, aquarium salt
and medication (more on that
later).

A quarantine tank can
easily be set up and maintained
constantly, always ready for
what new purchase, or it can be
set up the day you need it. But
since stability of water condi-
tions is an essential part of
treating sick fish. | opt for
keeping the tank operating at
all times. Besides being useful
for quarantining new fish and
treating sick ones, they can also
be used as fry tanks.

To Set Up: Fill the tank with
aged water from a healthy tank
and add a mature sponge filter-
such a filter or filters can be
kept operating all the time in
your tanks so you need never
worry about new tank syn-
drome. Sponge filters are the
perfect filter for this since, first,
they are portable and second,

they provide excellent biological

filtration at a minimal cost.

They are also good for a sick
tank or a fry tank because they
dondt produce s
suction for fish to fight.

The tank should be bare
of ornaments, plants or gravel.
A clay pot or tube may be added
for those fish that need some
kind of cover but keep in mind
that you need to be able to read-
ily observe the fish during the
time itdés in th

Remember you want to
create a calming environment
for the new fish. Stress at this
stage would undermine every-
thing youdre t

mend not using any light on the

tank, simply cover it with a

styro lid or board. Fish settle in
more quickly and make the nec-
essary adjustments better in the
dark.

When the time comes to
place the fish in the tank, net it
out-with a net reserved exclu-
sively for that quarantine tank -
and discard the tub water.

A fish showing no sign of illness after seven days and is eating well, can probably be deemed safe
but the extra 3 days would not hurt.

What should you fee? Whatever you expect it to eat in the main tank. Some finicky eaters
may need to be tempted with choice treats before switching to another type-another advantage of a
guarantine tank is the ability to be sure your fish is eating.

Okay, now the worst happens. There, on the second, third or fourth day, your fish is sick.
Now comes the true value of that quarantine tank. Treatment and monitoring are so much easier -
without stressing out the main tank with medications and disrupted biological filter.

To attempt to cover various medications and treatments available is beyond the scope of this
article (not to mention my expertise). Instead, | would recommend the purchase of at least one good
reference book on fish diseases. -ahddosdowkoth
mendations of what books to buy to others.

Anabantids are another group of fishes that are quite diffei
ent from those already discussed. Distantly related to Cichlids ar
Perch, Anabantids are found in Africa and Asia. Members of t Gils
families Anabantidae, Belontiidae, Helostomatidae, and Osphror..
midae, Anabantids are also referred to as the "labyrinth fishes". This is due to a special breathing orfgan
referred to as the labyrinth organ which is essentially a maze of tunnels near the fish's gills. Labyrinth
fish gulp air at the surface of the water and absorb it through the labyrinth organ, allowing them to live
in water with too little oxygen to support fish which only breath through their gills. Some Anabantids
can survive out of water for several hours breathing only through their labyrinths, as long as they stay
moist. Anabas testudineus, known as the Climbing Perch, is said to be able to climb trees and to live out
of water for up to two days.

As well as giving aquarists some additional choices for communiank fish, Anabantids offer
some unique options to fish keepers as well as presenting a few problenBecause some Anabantii®
able to withstand cooler temperatures, and because of their ability to survive in water with very low
oxygen, these fishes can be kept in tanks or bowls without heaters or filtration. On the other hand, sgme
Anabantids (particularly males of some species) are very territorial and some grow quite larg&reed-
ing Anabantids can be quite rewarding. Some species build nests out of bubbles into which they place th
eggs while others, like some Cichlids, are mouthbrooders.

another Betta. Second, their long fins make easy targets for many fish such as Barbs. Siamese Fig

Fish can be kept alone in bowls (the larger the better) or tanks without filtration as long as frequept

hting

partial water changes are done. They do need warm temperatures, however, and are sensitive to tem-
perature changes, so a constant heat supply is needed if the room is less than about 75F. Also, due to
poor breeding, many Siamese Fighting Fish are not very healthy. A 3" male would be a large adul; fe-

males stay smaller.

A better choice for keeping alone in a bowl or small tank is the Paradise Fishlacropodus oper-

cularis. These are much hardier fish than the Fighters and can withstand temperatures down to 6pF.

They may jump, however, so the tank should be covered to be safe. Also, like Siamese Fighting
male Paradise Fish can be extremely territorial towards one another. Paradise Fish may get up td

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Another very commonly seen Anabantid is the Blue or Thre8pot GouramiTrichogaster
trichopterus. Gold, Silver, and Cosby Gouramies are also widely available and are simply artificial cplor
varieties of the Blue Gourami. Blue Gouramies can get up to 6" long. They are not as aggressive as Fight-
ers or Paradise Fish, but more than one in a small tank may lead to constant (if not overly deadly) chas-
ing. hey will dowell in a tank with larger schooling fishes. Similar, though slightly smaller species [n-
clude the Banded or Giant GouramiColisa fasciata (which is only a giant compared to the similarly cql-
ored Dwarf Gourami described below), the Thickipped Gourami- Colisa labiosa and the somewhat legs
aggressive Pearl Gourami Trichogaster leeri and Moonlight Gourami- T. microlepis. The Kissin
Gourami- Helostoma temmincki grows larger (up to 12") but makes a good fish for beginners with lgfr-
ger tanks. It is peaceful, though males will contest with one another by pressing their lips together gnd
pushing - the so-called "kissing" from which the common name derives. Most Kissing Gouramies s¢en
will be of the Pink variety.

Small Gouramies, only growing to 2" or so in length, are also available. These include thg Dwar
Gourami- Colisa lalia, the Honey GouramiC. chuna, and the Sunset Dwarf Gourami (probably a cross be-
tween C. lalia and C. chuna). In theory, these would all be good fish for the community aquarium. In practic
these fish are often the victims of poor breeding practices in the Far East (like so many others desgribed |
fore) and many are even treated with hormones before they are shipped to make them appear brighter in
store tanks. A good rule of thumb is, "If it looks too good to be true, it probably is."
