 This stunning thing is called a Yellow Dragon 

worm  (Phyllodoce citrina) and Iõm sure you can see why. 

This guy looks exactly like the mythological Chinese 

Dragon, albeit a much smaller version. 

 These marine worms are members of 

the class Polychaete, which are defined 

by their  segmented body, that features 

a  p a i r  o f  b r i s t l e -c o v e re d  f l e s h y 

outgrowths ca l led parapodia on 

each segment. While it may look like an  

intimidating specimen, these Chinese dragon 

look -alikes only grow to about   10 cm (4 in) 

in length. Still, the resemblance to a golden 

dragon is uncanny:
